Studies and reports that examined people who inject drugs, diagnostic overshadowing, hepatitis C, and mental and substance use disorders were considered for inclusion.

	Outcome Description: To conduct a scoping review of the literature to explore the concept of diagnostic overshadowing in people who inject drugs and have co-occurring mental and substance use disorders along with chronic hepatitis C virus infection. Diagnostic overshadowing occurs when the symptoms of chronic hepatitis C infection, are attributed to a mental disorder (e.g., a major depressive episode). This outcome represents inadvertent discrimination and stigma against individuals with mental disorders, resulting in the misattribution of symptoms either erroneously attributed to an existing diagnosis or entirely disregarded. 



All settings and geographic locations in healthcare settings, mental health settings, private and tertiary hospitals, primary care, alcohol and other drug services were considered for inclusion.
