Studies that include evidence related to the origins of DV, definitions, frameworks, prevalence, risk factors, culture in relation to DV, gender-based violence, gender equity, interventions, evaluations, measurement tools will be examined, as well as health consequences/impact/outcomes for women at midlife and older. 
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	Comparator Descripton: Context: The review will consider studies focused on women at midlife and older living in LACs who have experienced DV. There are 21 LACs: Mexico in North America; Guatemala, Honduras, El Salvador, Nicaragua, and Costa Rica and Panama in Central America; Colombia, Venezuela, Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia, Brazil, Paraguay, Chile, Argentina, and Uruguay in South America; and Cuba, Haiti, the Dominican Republic, and Puerto Rico in the Caribbean. Studies that have a combination of LACs and non-LACs will be considered for inclusion if the findings are reported separately for LACs.
